The Finns were expected to capitulate within days before the overwhelming
forces of the Soviet army. Instead, the poorly equipped and badly led
invaders met fierce resistance from well-organised, courageous, mobile
Finnish troops determined to defend their homeland. The expected 'easy
victory in a few days’ became a bitter conflict of many months.

The importance of The Red Army Moves is as great today as it was when it
was first published more than eighty years ago. Cox’s dramatic account of
the military, political and diplomatic aspects of the war and his powerful
descriptions of Finnish sacrifice and the Soviet military weaknesses have an
astonishing relevance to events we are witnessing now.
